TERMS AND CONDITIONS: 

How to enter: Entrants must sign up via the Entry Form at the Paws in the Park event. The 
Entry Form will be on display at the main arena from 10am. 

Understand, agree, and accept all Terms and Conditions detailed here and 
on the entry form. 

Eligibility: All Entrants must attend the Paws in the Park event on Sunday 5 May 2024. 

Entrants must be over the age of 18 or have approval from the 
parent/guardian of children aged 0 – 17 years old as of 5 May 2024 

Camden Council Events team employees, their families and 
household members are ineligible to enter. 

Format: Entries must be through the method detailed under ‘How to Enter’. 

Entries submitted in any other form will not be accepted. 

Number of entries: Each category is limited to 25 entries in total per category. 

Only one entry per person per category will be accepted. Subsequent 
entries of the same pet in the same category will be deemed invalid.
