Open House Meeting — 3 March, 2010

Arygle Street — Garden Maintenance

Street, Camden and requested maintenance on the garden.

The Director Works & Services stated a maintenance program is currently being
planned and will be followed through by the company who constructed the garden in
the first instance.

Closure of Springs Road, Spring Farm

Cr Funnell stated he was extremely concerned over the closure of Springs Road and
what will happen at the end of Richardson Road with trucks getting bottlenecked at the
end of this road. Cr Funnell requested major workshopping and planning into this
project.

UDIA Conference — Sydney

Cr Dewbery drew attention to the former Prime Minister, Paul Keating and his address
to the UDIA Conference currently being held in Sydney. He raised in his speech the
possibility of the Federal Government revisiting the Sydney Second Airport. Cr
Dewbery advised she has continually stated since 1996 until a government actually
sells the land incorporating the Sydney Second Airport site, the matter will always be a
cloud hanging over our head regarding development.
