The facility 
has been deemed a Medium Crime Risk by the Camden Local Area Command 
and is likely to cause a disturbance to surrounding businesses that have similar 
operating hours and residences in the neighbourhood; 

 
iii.  79C(1)(c) of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979 has not been 

addressed as the site is not suitable for the development. Given the existing 
surrounding land uses, the site is not suitable for the proposed development and is 
refused in accordance with that section; 

 
iv. During the notification period, issues raised included noise, traffic, hours of 

operation and the proximity of the site to residential areas and the Macarthur 
Hockey Fields. The basis for these objections has not been addressed in the 
application. Consequently, the application is refused in accordance with Section 
79C(1)(e) of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979; 

 
v.  The application will result in unacceptable environmental and social consequences 

which are not in the public interest. As a result, the application is refused in 
accordance with Section 79C(1)(e) of the Environmental Planning and 
Assessment Act, 1979;
