The Launch Pad Program has so far been rolled out in Werrington, Liverpool and
Parramatta to drive innovation in Western Sydney and establish the region as a globally

competitive technology and innovation hub.

The program offers access to a highly collaborative environment that will foster problem

solving and sharing of expertise and experience.

Once the documents are signed by both parties the opening dates of the Launch Pad in

Oran Park will be announced.
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
