Council’'s Manager Infrastructure
Planning noted this would be followed up with the building occupiers with
consideration for additional directional signs, and compliance with the consent.

- Chairperson - asked how many parking spaces would be lost. Council’'s Team
Leader Traffic & Transport advised that the kerb-side space is currently
unsuitable for parking due to the proximity to the intersection, and vehicles tend
to not park in the Somerset Avenue areas. One space will be lost in Elyard
Street.

Council has undertaken a review of the existing merge lane on Argyle Street, Camden
and has identified a need to extend the merge lane to facilitate traffic movement at this
location. It is recommended that the existing merge lane be extended 50 metres further
east to minimise the likelihood of rear end collisions between through traffic and traffic
waiting to turn right into the service station on Argyle Street.

TRAFFIC COMMITTEE DISCUSSION

Council’'s Team Leader Traffic & Transport gave a brief overview of the report and
highlighted the extent of the merge lane via the supplied plan.

- Manager Infrastructure Planning — advised of a 30% increase in traffic through
the corridor in coming years. He noted this proposal is an interim response and
that the length of road would continue to be assessed to cater for traffic growth.
